Some More Personal History 

· the Gospel of grace to the Gentiles became the cause, and his life now served that cause… 

· in human eyes, Paul did not deserve the job. vs 8. 
· Paul was called to do two things: 

·  to preach the unsearchable riches of Christ to Gentiles 

· to make plain to everyone the administration of this gospel mystery 
God’s Intentions 

· vs.10 – God hid the administration of his grace until he established the church. 
· we as the church, receive God’s grace and reflect the eternal purpose held in God’s heart all along. 
· in him, and through faith in him, we may approach God with freedom and confidence. vs.12 
· vs.13… Don’t be discouraged because: 

· the cause brings limitless numbers of previously damned people, to a knowledge of Jesus

· that knowledge produces faith, bringing them right into his presence with confidence 

· the servant is not more valuable than the cause.
