God as Father 
· John 14:6 / Romans 8:15 - our relationship with God is an unequal one. 
The Emotional Attachment to ‘Abba’ 
· if we are his children, and he, our Father, then Abba is the first post-adoption  response of our spirits to Him. 
· the emotional connection to God as ‘Abba Father’ is incomplete and limited. 
· God as ‘Abba’ defines a multi-faceted relationship. 
· Romans 8:15 / Galatians 4:6 - calling God ‘Abba’ is a spiritual dynamic and has little to do with our soul response—emotion. 
· seeing God as Abba, Father, is a natural progression following a supernatural act of acceptance on God’s part. 
· when we cannot feel God, it does not mean he is not our ‘Abba’; the Holy Spirit declares the truth even more so in dark times.
