This series:

…should be a picture in God’s will of how things should be… 
…should be an equipping of ourselves in Christ, enabling us to paint that very picture… 

Relationship Between: Blessing & Fear 
* Psalmist does two things in this Psalm: 
· talks about God’s blessing—what it is and how to have it 
· talks about fearing God and what that looks like 
* do you want to live in a home blessed by God? ( then you must learn to fear God. 
A Home that’s Blessed in its Work 
* who is the ‘you’ in vs.2?  ( vs.3,4 tell us… it’s the man of the house.
* men are the largest contributing factor to the home’s climate… we are either the warming sun, or we’re the violent storm. 
* part of the blessing God promises is that a man can eat of the fruit of his labour. 
Genesis 3:17-19 
* What does this mean to a man in the 21st century? ( in Christ, all work is redeemed and blessed as our work becomes an act of worship. Colossians 3:22-24 
* my sense of being a man comes not from what I do, but for whom I do it: 
· I work for my life’s boss, not for the eyesight of men, but of Christ
· my wages get earned and managed to bless my church, missions and the poor (tithes, offerings, alms) 
· balance of my wages provides for my family, whose presence in my life, enriches all of my emotional needs for love, friendship, respect and honour 
* my labour bears fruit that matters… it changes the world, the church and my family; and I receive a return of satisfaction, a happy contentedness that inspires the climate of my home.
