[Provider & Perspective]

This series:

…should be a picture in God’s will of how things should be… 
…should be an equipping of ourselves in Christ, enabling us to paint that very picture… 

God is Our Provider 
* Jehovah is translated ‘LORD’, and Jireh, derived from a word that means ‘to be seen’, is translated ‘who sees to it’ or ‘provider’. 
* this has a wide general application that can sometimes frustrate one who seeks specifics. 
Genesis 22:7,8
* there is a peaceful element in the godly climate of the believer’s home, when we believe in the all-sufficient One; the Lord/Provider is everything we need to move forward. 
* Note: Abraham, as father, leader of the home, reminds his son of this truth—and the son, who is most affected by the consequences of this climate, buys in—and his son trusts the word of his Dad and ultimately, his Dad’s God. 
God is Perspective-Giver 
* children area blessing sourced in God… a reward to us. 
* when we hold this perspective, this value from God, our kids get treated differently. 
* vs.4 – a full quiver means a full blessing: the larger the family the more support exists for each member; the more that fight a common enemy and support each other, the greater the victories and the less significant, the defeats. 
* church-life application: the larger the family of God, the more support we have to watch each other’s backs, to fight together, to win together, to protect the gates of our cities, schools and countries…etc. 
* we need spiritually full quivers! 
This truth ought to contribute to the climate in our homes and in our church homes, when we live like God is our Provider and the true Giver of Perspective.
