Woe Review 
·  to those shutting the door to the Kingdom of heaven by denying Jesus as Messiah
· to those making legalistic converts and evangelists, who become twice as far from knowing God. 
· to those being blind guides who use word games to manipulate and subvert the people
·  to those magnifying molehills, majoring on minors and misrepresenting the heart and thrust of God’s law: justice, mercy & faithfulness 
· to those who are outwardly clean in appearance, but who are inwardly soiled by secret sin. 
Woe to Whitewashed Tombs 
· Matthew 23:27-28 - when we willfully cover over known sin, we can infect everyone we touch; we bring death, not only disappointing others, but causing sin in them through association. 
· as leaders and teachers and influencers… is our lifestyle warning others of spiritual dangers or contaminating them? 
Woe to Tomb Builders 
· Matthew 23:29-36 - though descended from prophet killers, they arrogantly thought themselves better than their own pedigree. 
· any person who will know Jesus must come to the realization his own sin nailed Jesus to the cross. 
· admitting we are sinners, the same as Pharisees, gives us access to grace and forgiveness. 
· woe to tomb builders… live instead, beneath Christ’ robe of Righteousness.
