Part II
Woe to Making Legalistic Converts 
· Matthew 23:15 – there are missionaries of legalism who go to great lengths, trying to convert people to their brand of performing for God’s affections. 
· every new convert to legalism produces another evangelist to spread their dogma. 
· Grace oriented, righteousness-through –faith converts, become more committed 
disciples by exuding the fruit of the Spirit. 
· the only way a legalist can prove his increased commitment, is to do more in 
comparison to others… promoting pride and a judging attitude. 
· this creates a person 2X as lost, 2X as judgmental and 2X as sanctimonious. 
Woe to Blind Guides 
· Matthew 23:16-22 - God doesn’t want leaders who make promises with their fingers crossed behind their back. 
· to lead with deceptive words is to become a blind guide… leading others into the 
abyss. 
· Make a turn ( hold yourself to the honesty of your words, without deception.
