Destroying the Wall of Hostility 
· Ephesians 14-18 - 
· anything that promotes discrimination or justifies feelings of superiority, is in conflict with who Christ is… he is our peace. 
· if Jesus is our peace, in him, every conflict ought to be resolvable. 
Jesus’ Plan… 
· Ephesians 15-16 - a dying work preceded a creative one. 
· Romans 6:11 – we must count or consider ourselves dead to sin.
· every time we fail to submit ourselves to Christ and to the common good of His body, we build between us, dividing walls. 
· Romans 7:5 – tells us why divisions persist.
