Consequences of the Wall’s Destruction 

· Ephesians 2:19 - two things were true for Gentile believers:  they used to be aliens, but now, something has changed. 
· when we lose our advantage over others, it can feel like a loss, when truly, others have merely gained what we’ve always enjoyed. 
· God’s household… is the church. 
The Church’s One Foundation. 

· Ephesians 2:20 - The Church: 

· built upon the foundation of the apostles & prophets

· has as its cornerstone, Christ Jesus 
· the only distinction now… sheep or goat
· Ephesians 2:21 - the church is put together and remains together, only in Jesus. 
· the church rises to become a holy temple. 
· Ephesians 2:22 – Holy Spirit’s manifest presence makes the church unique, different from any other structure, or organization.
