Differentiating Roles 

· Adam was asked by God to work/ manage Eden and to lead with                           knowledge. Genesis 2:15-18 Genesis 2:20-25 / Genesis 3:2,3 
· Eve’s role… to help Adam fulfill his mandate—Primary Initiator .  Genesis 2:18 Genesis 1:27,28 

· Both men and women, before the fall, were to rule over God’s creation                            , in community and unity, to subdue, multiply and fill the earth. 

· God has a receiving, inviting, gracious, hospitable side that is only reflected in
 Femininity. 

· If we cast off our roles, people in the world can only see part of the nature of God. 

Attacking the Roles 
· the enemy attacks whatever God has established; he seeks to undermine. 

· the serpent does not address the Primary Initiator in Genesis 3, showing his contempt for God’s order. ( he ignores Adam, who Genesis 3:6 tells us is right with Eve. 

· How does he seduce Eve? ( he makes God and God’s way seem ‘not good’, that God is, somehow, holding out on us, sinisterly depriving us, from something better. 

· Adam then switches roles: responding to Eve’s initiating & refusing to move and speak into her chaos.  Genesis 3:16 / Genesis 1:27,28 / Genesis 1:27,28  Genesis 3:17 

Consequences of Being Out of Role 
·  men and women live in unhappiness and anger, frustrated and discontented with their lot in life… 

· conflict, battles, disconnect… the curse of living out of role.
