Text:  Psalm 19:7,8  
‘4 Words:  Revival, Wisdom, Joy and Light’
Background

· vs.7 – he shifts to talking about the Law of the Lord; he uses four words to expand upon what he means by the Law of the Lord, four more words form characteristics or qualities of his law and then he uses four more words to describe the human benefit each brings; revival, wisdom, joy & light. 
Defining Apparent Synonyms 
· law of the Lord refers to ‘Torah of Jehovah’’ or the first five books of the Bible called the Pentateuch. 
· the one and only Law of the Lord is perfect (tamiym), complete, lacking nothing. 
· we read about character, deeds and actions of Jehovah, and they bring our dying (dead) souls back to life; turning the whole/healed man toward God… human benefit: revival. 
· statutes of the Lord or ’eduth’, means repeated testimony or a consistent witness. 
· human benefit: when we count on his witness of the way things are, it makes simple people, wise. 
· precepts of the Lord or in Hebrew, piqqudim, are mandates emerging from the oversight or authority of another… in this case, God. 
· God superintends the affairs of a subordinate life (you & me) and gives instruction, precepts for that subordinate (servant) to follow; these precepts/commands come out of the authority God has over us.
· Lamentations 3:38 must be faced head on: Elyon is over the good things and the calamities that befall us and his precepts or his specific and personal commands, are right (yashar) for us; yashar means ‘plumbed straight, right, true, suitable or what is justly required’. 
· human benefit: joy to the heart. ( our fulfillment comes from obeying God’s personal commands or precepts, his piqqudim. 
· commands of the Lord are his mitzvah, the same Hebrew word used to denote the terms of a deed of purchase for a piece of land and has the understanding of explaining things in a way a Father would to his son or a teacher would to his student. 
· the assumption on the part of Israelites is that mitzvah is known (written) in the heart, memorized. 
· these are the commands for which they wore tassels on the corners of their garments. 
· God’s commands (mitzvah) are the Ten Commandments outlining God’s covenant or contract, with mankind. 
· the mitzvah (commandments) of God are ‘bar’(clear, clean, pure, resplendent… like a diamond’s clarity and radiance. 
· when we know the covenant terms, the lingo and parameters of our covenant with God, we live a radiant, light-reflecting life ( it lights our way throughout our whole lives… human benefit: light.
