* God… Why do I have fighting foetuses? ( the honest question of Rebekah.
* better parents are those motivated to serve the interests of their children, over their own. 
Esau’s Indifference 

* the birthright is a picture of the grace of God… a blessing that could not be earned. 

* Esau spurned the free gift of his birthright and dissed God. 
Indifferent People Lose Out 

* God never gave Esau back what Jacob prized so dearly.  Romans 9:13 / John 12:25 

* the key to living for God with passion is to live a life of balance…  Esau’s life was only about hunting and red stew… Luke 10:41-42
* when it’s time to do whatever honours God, do it with great passion, for God deals with indifference by allowing us to lose what otherwise, we’d have by his grace.
