Text:  II Samuel 11:1-27
God—Inseparable from Justice
Who Were the Gibeonites? 

* Deuteronomy 20:16,17 

 * Obeying God brought his blessing on their land, crops, livestock & fertility as a testimony to the living God. 

* Gibeonites secured their own safety through a ruse, but more so, because Israelite leadership did not consult God. 

* Gibeonites became woodcutters and water boys to Israel. 

* Saul’s personal ambition over-ruled a promise made in God’s name, and he tries to annihilate the Gibeonites… 400 years later. 
The Injustice to Gibeon 

*Almost 500 years later, a famine hits David’s land. David prays…a Psalm 139:23-24 
prayer… 

* God remembered Saul’s bloodstained house and how there had been no justice for the Gibeonites. 

* Seven of Saul’s descendants, five sons from one family, are put to death. 

* The forgiveness of sins has always required the shedding of innocent blood and the blessing of redemption only comes back to the land when God’s sense of justice is satisfied. 

Numbers 35:33,34 

 *Bloodshed pollutes a land; atonement cannot be made except & unless, the one who shed the innocent blood has his own spilt. 

* God’s sense of justice is always satisfied… only now, the blood shed to pay for it, does not come from the guilty, but from the innocent—Jesus.
