‘Christian—GT’
*Just as a G.T. in the automobile world tells us a car is streamlined and empowered to go faster, there’s a G.T. designation in the Kingdom of God:  Grace and Truth.
Jesus was Definitely GT
* note: the order of the words.
* Is grace more important than truth? ( in fact they are equal in value, but their order is distinct: grace is expressed first, then truth.
* After grace is extended, truth finds its opportunity.
Why Grace First?
* Colossians 1:6 - we cannot fully know the grace of God, unless we receive it in truth, but we can’t know truth, unless it’s taught… grace first.
Defining GT 
* truth-telling is incredibly important… but only relevant in the context of relationship. Ephesians 4:15
* Jesus’ acceptance of genuinely sinful people broke down their resistance to the truth. 
* When grace is threatened, restrict truth-telling.
* Where do I apply this?
· in every relationship on earth: spouses, children, teenagers, bosses, co-workers, brothers/sisters in Christ…

· especially those to whom you are sharing a personal witness of the gospel

· with every person with whom you desire an authentic relationship
* the Father and the Son are full of grace and truth – and in that order…if they are GT, how can we be otherwise?
