Text:  Judges 15:8-17
“Broken Heroes Series - Samson’s Jawbone Deliverance”
Preceding Events 

* we can identify with Samson because at some point, we have all been betrayed, hurt, and bound up with ‘new ropes’ too strong for us to break free from… we feel handed over to the enemy and bound. 
Tools of Deliverance 

* vs.14 – things get worse, the enemy comes at Samson with intimidation. 

* first tool of Samson’s deliverance… the Spirit of the Lord came upon him in power. 

Romans 8:15,16 

* cords that seem so strong in the flesh, can break—just fall away—under God’s power.
* after the power comes, creativity and insight come to Samson, and he finds the tools to make his deliverance complete… a donkey’s jawbone. 
* jawbone symbolizes an offensive weapon; breaking free under the anointing; God is coming to our defence. 

* too many of us try to attack the enemy and his kingdom before our own cords have been supernaturally burned off like charred flax; we first must get free in the Holy Spirit from the things that bind us, then we can go on the offensive. 
* God uses unlikely things for our weapons; they can seem foolish or suspect, like the jawbone of a donkey.
* devil underestimates a simple weapon used in the power of the Holy Spirit. 
* our strength after the battle for deliverance, can only return to us from refreshment at God’s rock, Jesus; we must drink from the water that he supplies. 
* note: the refreshing waters came only after Samson called out to God for it.  En Hakkore… Caller’s Spring. 
* we need to learn to use En Hakkore… Caller’s Spring.
