* The E-Plan can become our lifestyle by knowing this formula: 


HP + CP + CC = MI
Confrontational Approach - Peter
· Matthew 16:15 - not obnoxious, but confronts people with truth
· no beating around the bush: plain language
· lays down the cost of serving Jesus
· here is the truth – deal with it
· this style, like all styles, needs to be under influence of the Holy Spirit 
Intellectual Style - Paul 
· can be confrontational at times but uses logic and reason to encourage conclusions
· Apostle Paul gave us Romans and Galatians
· patiently explains from scripture how Old Testament foreshadows what clearly occurred in the New Testament
· educated person, speaking to educated or linear-thinking seekers
· some need to be shown the gospel makes ‘sense’
· do you get excited about ideas, questions , evidence… do apologetics rock your world? 
Testimonial- Blind Man 
· John 9 – blind man healed by Jesus and brought before the religious leaders to be debriefed
· refused to be drawn into a theological debate
· simply relates his own experience and says, ‘One thing I do know; I was blind but now I see!’
· a story, your story or testimony, cannot easily be refuted – but will be taken in as evidence to be considered by seekers
· do you most easily share about Christ by telling your own story? 

Interpersonal/Relational - Matthew 
· Luke 5:29 – former tax collector plans a banquet/party and hopes friendships lead to discussions between believers and pre-Christians
· planned events that put seekers in contact with passionate followers of Christ; intentionally mixing the two camps
· do you like to go for coffees, chew the fat, share meals with people? ( conversations about Jesus will spring from relating in friendships 
Invitational - Samaritan Woman 
· she went into town in John 4 and invited people to come ‘hear a man’
· didn’t give a convincing argument herself but invited others to be curious and brought them to a place where they could hear the message
· this is our approach; inviting our friends out to a Sunday Morning Worship Service, where lost people can hear a message specifically designed for them
· most people can use this approach
· George Barna Research: 25% of adults would attend a church service if invited 
Service Style - Dorcas 
· Acts 9 – Dorcas was, ‘always doing good and helping the poor.’
· did acts of service for lost people and linked her actions to her faith in Christ
· not a flamboyant style, but it is extremely effective
· our personal sacrifice entices people to listen to our message
· do you like to help and serve others? ( link your actions to Christ and get opportunities to share your verbal witness!
