The E-Word Enabling Principles -Part I
…the average ‘Joe’ Christian feels the weight of the evangelistic world.

God’s E-Plan
* has to be owned by every one of his followers: the people who already know him will get the word out to those who don’t. 1 Thessalonians 5:24
* ‘E-Word’ is associated by too many, with extreme extroversion or obnoxious belligerence… 
God’s E-Formula 
* the E-Plan needs the E-Formula:   The answer (MI) defined as Maximum Impact. 
* when we have the answer E-Stress is eliminated. 
Salt and Light are Expressed as Formula Components 
* Qualities of Salt: 


1)
salt creates thirst 


2)
salt spices up, enhances flavour of the bland


3)
salt preserves or holds back decay 
 
* Salt’s effectiveness is based upon two criteria: 


1)
its potency (savour) 


2)
its proximity 
 
* Salt then, is defined in our formula as HP + CP.
* High Potency (salty Christianity) is attained through Spiritual disciplines such as: 
reading the Word & praying, Christian community, communion with the Holy Spirit, fasting
Worship, and service in the Kingdom. 
* Close Proximity means we get close to people who are far from God. 
* Besides salt… we need light. Matthew 5:15,16 / Romans 10:14 
* Maximum Impact requires:  Clear Communication of the gospel message or CC. 
Acts 8:31
* the whole formula then:  HP + CP + CC = MI
