Faith—Biblically Defined 
* Hebrews 10:39 - the definition seems to be a paradox… 
* hope is a feeling of desire for something and a confidence in the possibility of its fulfillment. 

* hope then, is not baseless or wishful thinking, but rather a desire to see something come to be based upon evidence that it is possible. 

* believing faith begins with the hope that it’s all possible! 

Getting to… ‘Sure’ & ‘Certain’ 

* hope is no more or less a bias than hopelessness. Romans 8:16
* the jury in our mind stops deliberating… and hope turns to faith! 

* faith sees what cannot be proven, but what evidence convicts is true, and what God’s Spirit cements by inner testimony. 

* what do you hope is true… about God… about eternity…about the life you are now living?
